Qualifying Education versus Continuing Education

Qualifying Education is different from Continuing Education! Know the differences and save yourself time, money and frustration!

Qualifying Education means real estate appraisal courses that help you meet licensing requirements. Qualifying Education courses must be 15 classroom hours or more, including successful completion of a written final examination, and cover topics required for each level of license. Qualifying Education may be acceptable for Continuing Education purposes.

Continuing Education courses are designed to update and expand your knowledge. Continuing Education courses must be at least two hours in length. A final examination is not required, though some Continuing Education courses may include one. A broad range of real estate and appraisal topics are acceptable. Continuing Education courses are never acceptable for Qualifying Education!

For details of the education and other requirements for licensure, see the Board Rules at www.dora.state.co.us/real-estate. When you apply, you will state under penalty of perjury you have read, understand and agree to be governed by these rules.

When submitting an application for licensure, you must prove you have covered the required topics in Qualifying Education courses, i.e., courses that in combination cover the topics required for that level of license, are at least 15 classroom hours in length, and include a written final examination.

Failure to document completing the required Qualifying Education will result in denial of your application. By law, application fees are non-refundable, so you will have to complete acceptable coursework, reapply, and pay new application fees. If enough time passes, you might have to take a new licensing examination. Your records at the Division of Real Estate will reflect a denied application, which may affect your ability to obtain other professional licenses, be licensed as an appraiser in other states, or obtain errors and omissions insurance.
